"You can tell it when you drive through the country and a guy's got his 
sprinklers on - you can feel it," he said.

Less obvious, perhaps, is the nighttime heating studied by Christy.

Many climate change models suggest that global warming will cause 
temperatures in the Sierra Nevada to rise faster than in the Valley, 
Christy said. This has not happened, so global warming is likely not to 
blame, he said.
